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Clavering Parish Council currently has four vacancies 
It is able to co-opt new councillors 
The main task of the Council is to carry out activities for the benefit of the village and to help influence decisions taken at higher tiers of government to ensure that the views and opinions of the parishioners are taken into consideration. 
The role and task loads of Parish Councillors may be altered in the coming years:
 Essex County Council is still considering devolving to Town and Parish Councils many of the services it traditionally provides.

Please note Parish Council candidates must be eligible to stand for the position, namely be aged 18 years or over, be a qualifying British or Commonwealth citizen, and also meet at least one of the following criteria:
· Registered local government elector for local authority area 
· Occupied as owner or tenant any land or premises in the local authority area during the whole 12 months preceding nomination/co-option
· Principal or only place of work (including unpaid) during last 12 months in local authority area
· Lived in the local authority area during the last 12 months
· Live/occupied or own property within 4.2 km (3 miles) of the parish boundary
You cannot be a councillor if you 
· are employed by the Parish Council in some capacity or hold a paid office (including any joint boards or committees)  or
· are subject of a Bankruptcy Restrictions Order (or interim restrictions order) in England or Wales  or
· have been sentenced to a term of imprisonment of three months or more (inc. suspended sentence) without option of a fine, during the 5 years before polling day  or
· are serving a disqualification due to being found guilty of a corrupt or illegal practice by an election court	

Parish Council Meeting 8th November 2021 
Five parishioners present with the District Councillor present in part.
The Chair welcomed all, again detailing the guidance for speakers and attendees concerning masks, and advised that she would attend the Clavering Act of Remembrance on 11th Nov. as the CPC representative. She stated that public questions raised concerning the legal dispute would not be responded to, as this is regarded as a Confidential Matter of Council business. 
A parishioner mentioned again the cover on the pavement of the Stortford Rd still being in place with no action by ECC or UDC to date; it was requested that ECCHighways were contacted re. an overhanging branch on the Pelham Rd; information on actions for the Carols on the Green was given over.
A parishioner speaking on behalf of HoC advised that, having canvassed its members, there had been an insufficient response to ask the CPC to reconsider preparing a Neighbourhood Plan. 
A Parishioner asked questions relating a previous legal dispute settled over ten years ago, stating he had been passed information by councillor(s) serving at that time.  The Clerk was instructed to respond in writing from the official minutes in the public domain.
Flooding and drainage issues: No updates
UDC Call for Sites Technical Review: N.B. On advice of UDC, Legal dispensations had been sought and granted to allow discussion and vote as the council would otherwise be inquorate.
Errors noted in the documentation – the Clerk and Cllr Gill to formalise the consultation response.
UDC Community Governance Review: Although the 2nd stage of the consultation had closed UDC had requested an opinion from the CPC as to whether the number of councillors should remain as 11 or reduce to 9. After discussion, a vote was carried that the CPC favoured the reduction in councillor places to nine. 
Local Highways Rangers: ECCHighways advised that all vegetation obstructing the highway and highway signs should be reported via the online tool. It is not cut back by the Highway Rangers.
Emergency Tree Work at Hill Green: Ratification of Clerk’s instructions re. urgent Tree Surgery after limbs torn from lime tree by large lorry at Upper Hill Green; Insurers to be contacted to ascertain if this accidental damage is covered under CPC’s policy.
Trees at Hill Green: Quotes to be sought to fell dead cherry and dead tree outside ‘The Views’.
Assets of Community Value (ACV): Much more evidence still needs to be collected.
Grass Cutting: Extra cut to be requested as long growing season; outstanding work to be chased
Representative reports: The following reports in the Meeting Documents Pack were noted – 
Jubilee Field AGM, EALC, PFCC Safer Essex Partnership Event & UALC AGM. 
Cllr Gill will attend the meeting for the Platinum Jubilee Weekend, she gave a verbal report on the Village Hall AGM.
Village Sign Working Party: A design mock-up was presented to the meeting and it was agreed to pursue this.
Bowls Club Easement Grant Application: £1000 grant approved for new watering system
Policies: Risk Assessment Policy readopted; Emergency Plan requires information from UDC
Allotments: Two quotes received for water pipe repair work – question to be raised with one supplier on an amended layout & financing of repairs to then be determined; vacant plots to be offered to new holders; as no other volunteer, Cllr Gill to be allotment representative until May.
Finance: Cheques approved; quarterly accounts received; 1st draft of budget circulated.
Risk Assessment: Village Shop defibrillator ‘rescue ready’ 8th November; Village Hall defibrillator battery low; new battery ordered 8th November NB New battery in place 11th November
Carols on the Village Green: Tuesday 21st December 2021, Revd Margaret Davis has agreed to lead prayers; musician to be approached to support the singing.
Access Licence, Potential Disputes and Dispute: Discussions held in camera, as considered confidential matters

UTT/21/2785/LB: Willow Cottage Clatterbury Lane Retention of stud wall dividing existing large bathroom into 1 x bathroom and 1 x shower room Approved

DEFIBRILLATORS AT THE VILLAGE HALL and VILLAGE SHOP
If you have to make a 999 call, the call handler may decide that the defibrillator is required.
You will be asked if you are able to go to the village hall or the village shop to get the defibrillator,
 but this would usually only happen if someone else is able to stay with the person in need,
as phone contact with the emergency service must be maintained at all times.
The call handler will give you the code to open the yellow metal box beside the hall or shop entrance doors 
The hall’s defibrillator is the small carry case – like a child’s play-doctor kit – that is kept in the metal box. 
Take the ‘Ready Kit’ (transparent pouch), the ‘Covid-19’ pack and the carry case. 
The shop’s defibrillator is in a shoulder bag with the ‘Ready Kit’ in a small black bag attached to its strap.
ONLY THE SHOP’S DEFIBRILLATOR CAN BE USED WITH PADS FOR CHILDREN UNDER 8 YEARS OF AGE – THESE MUST BE TAKEN FROM THE CABINET ALSO AND ARE CLEARLY MARKED.  
When you are back with the patient, open the defibrillator: you will then hear an automated voice giving instructions. IF NEEDED, REMOVE THE ADULT PADS AND ATTACH CHILD PADS. 
The call handler will also talk you through all that you must do and when the paramedics arrive they will take over from you.
REMEMBER
The defibrillator can go to the patient
No special training is required
The Emergency Services will guide you through everything
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
