A busy Easter Weekend ahead! The Village Hall hosts the return of the Clavering Art and Craft Show on Friday and Saturday, and the younger members of the community can help the Easter Bunny find its lost egg on those days too.  The Jubilee Field Committee will stage its Grand Easter Draw on Saturday, while the churches in the local benefice launch their virtual Easter Balloon Race that day. One can also visit Clavering Church to see the displays of Easter Flowers on Sunday and Monday, plus there will be an Egg Hunt in the churchyard on Saturday.
Thank you to the parishioners and councillors who joined the Litter Pick on 2nd April (some eleven bags were collected plus various car parts!): also to those who litter pick in the village on a regular basis. These community efforts help to keep Clavering looking at its best. Don’t forget if anyone would like to borrow the grabbers and hi-viz jackets in between organised litter picks, just contact the PC Chair.
Grateful thanks are extended to the parishioners who raised the alarm when the children’s library in the phone box was set alight. Thankfully only one box of books and the little stool caught alight, though the other books are smoke damaged and the box needs cleaning. The fire brigade attended as the phone box is located close to an electricity pole; they passed on the information that they had also been called out to torched litter bins in Wicken Bonhunt a few hours earlier.

Parish Council Meeting 11th April 2022
Three parishioners and the District Councillor present.
A representative of Keep Clavering Rural (KCR) advised that this was the new name of the group Hands Off Clavering as it had been determined that this was more indicative of the group’s nature. They also spoke on an application to be discussed later and that the group had been approached by a developer for consultation on a proposed development at Lower Way. 
Village Greens: Bees were active in the dead cherry near the Village Pump at Hill Green; it will be felled in winter. Funding is being made available for restoring and creating ponds to support the great crested newt – CPC will pursue this in relation to the Horse Pond, Hill Green and Stickling Green where it is believed there were/are colonies; in the interests of encouraging biodiversity the information will also be sent out with the newsletter. In response to parishioners’ emails, fencing and possible re-painting of Stickling Green pump to be investigated. The Art Show organisers have removed a board carrying a commercial advert which was inadvertently placed at Hill Green.

Risk Assessment Book: Both defibrillators ‘rescue ready’ 9th April. Information/ Children’s Library Box to be inspected further after the arson attempt.
Provision of Platinum Jubilee Mugs to village children of Primary School age and below: Parishioners had responded and mugs are to be ordered.
Allotments: CPC considered responses to letters from allotment holders and neighbouring land owners. It was determined that a deposit will be taken for the tapkeys to be issued. Costs of cutting new allotments (this would need to take place in Autumn) for holders on the waiting list to be investigated.

It was reported that UDC has appointed a new Director of Planning, Dean Hermitage. 

Clavering Rainfall – January, February and March
January’s rainfall this year was much less than our normal rainfall with only 19.0mm (0.75ins).   February was a very wet month with 77.0mm (3.03ins) with the March rainfall as normal with 31.7mm (1.3ins).
We had 21 days in January without rain and 22 days in March without rain.  
By contrast we only had 9 days without rain in February and the most rain we had was during storm Eunice with 20.1mm (0.79ins). 							  Brian Barrow

Before a power cut or gas emergency be ‘Winter Ready’…..
· Know your free emergency numbers: In a power cut dial 105 or, for a gas emergency, dial 0800 111999.
· Prepare your home: Keep a torch handy and get your appliances serviced by a Gas Safe registered engineer to prevent carbon monoxide poisoning. 
· Register as a vulnerable customer: Vulnerable households can get extra support by signing up to the Priority Services Register. You can find out more about the Priority Services Register in London, the South and East of England by signing up at www.ukpowernetworks.co.uk.  
Keep your eyes open: Keep an eye on the weather forecast and, if you have a power cut or a gas emergency, check on your neighbours

DEFIBRILLATORS AT THE VILLAGE HALL and VILLAGE SHOP
If you have to make a 999 call, the call handler may decide that the defibrillator is required.
You will be asked if you are able to go to the village hall or the village shop to get the defibrillator,
 but this would usually only happen if someone else is able to stay with the person in need,
as phone contact with the emergency service must be maintained at all times.
The call handler will give you the code to open the yellow metal box beside the hall or shop entrance doors 
The hall’s defibrillator is the small carry case – like a child’s play-doctor kit – that is kept in the metal box. 
Take the ‘Ready Kit’ (black pouch with green cross) and the carry case. 
The shop’s defibrillator is in a shoulder bag with the ‘Ready Kit’ in a small black bag attached to its strap.
ONLY THE SHOP’S DEFIBRILLATOR CAN BE USED WITH PADS FOR CHILDREN UNDER 8 YEARS OF AGE – THESE MUST BE TAKEN FROM THE CABINET ALSO AND ARE CLEARLY MARKED.  
When you are back with the patient, open the defibrillator: you will then hear an automated voice giving instructions. IF NEEDED, REMOVE THE ADULT PADS AND ATTACH CHILD PADS. 
The call handler will also talk you through all that you must do and when the paramedics arrive they will take over from you.				
REMEMBER
The defibrillator can go to the patient
No special training is required
The Emergency Services will guide you through everything`
