


[bookmark: _Hlk484625455]Minutes of the Clavering Parish Council Meeting held in the Clavering Christian Centre, Stortford Road on Monday 13th June at 7:30pm. Present – Councillors Stephanie Gill (Chairman), Rob Clayton (Vice Chairman), Martina Ryan, Brian Barrow and Tricia James (Clerk)
Two Parishioners and District Cllr Oliver were present in part.


1 Chairman welcome – Cllr Gill opened the meeting at 7.30.
2 Apologies for absence – Apologies were received from Cllr Stanford, Cllr Carter and Cllr Couchman. 
 P: Cllr Clayton S: Cllr Barrow All in Fav However, Cllr Couchman did then later attend at 20:57.
3 Declaration of Interest – Cllr Clayton declared a personal interest in Item 8.3; however, this item has been pushed to the July Parish Council Meeting.
4 Public Participation Session – A Parishioner informed the council that he was in possession of the ‘Speed Watch’ apparatus; and that the person who had been elected as the next co-ordinator had, in fact, left the village.  The Parishioner asked Council if a new co-ordinator could be found.
The Parishioner enquired of the Council whether the Bowls Club could have a ‘Defibrillator’ added to the site. This was moved to be discussed at the July meeting.  A further Parishioner referred to a letter he had sent the Clerk, dated 17th May 2022, to which he requested a response. The Parishioner approached the Council Table and handed the Clerk a further letter.
