Parish Council Meeting 13th June 2022
Three parishioners and the District Councillor present.
The Chairman welcomed all and apologised that the Meeting Document folder and Clerk’s Report was missing from the website, asking all to bear with the Council during the handover period of the new Clerk. Apologies for absence were accepted from Cllrs Stanford, Carter, and Couchman.
A parishioner advised the meeting that the Speedwatch Coordinator had moved away from the village and there remained only one person currently trained to carry out the Speedwatch initiative.
The Parish Council agreed to contact the volunteer to ascertain what support was needed and whether the equipment should be returned to Essex Police, Fire and Crime Service.
The parish council was asked for its opinion of the value added of a new defibrillator in the vicinity of the village hall one.
Village Greens:  Confirmed that the Farming and Wildlife Advisory Group’s initiative to restore ponds was not available to Parish owned ponds given the criteria required. Still awaiting a third quote for tree work on the Triangle at the Mills
Village Sign: Pheasant to be removed for refurbishing; specification for treatment work to oak surround to be sent out for quotes.
Risk Assessment Book - Both defibrillators ‘rescue ready’ 1st June.  Brambles & growth over pavement at Horse Pond to be cut back
Training – Training attended by Clerk agreed and noted
UDC Platinum Jubilee Grant –Application for payment of grant sent to UDC
Allotments – Outstanding Rent received and more tapkeys issued. Permission given for owner of neighbouring property to access garden via allotments; report of vandalism and possible criminal damage to the new taps to be investigated further
Footpaths: Fallen trees on Bridleways no. 36 (Elm Street Lane) and no. 69 have been removed
Representative Reports on Essex Association and Uttlesford Association of Local Councils meetings, Platinum Jubilee Working Party received from Cllr Gill

The Parish Councils thank the Balaam Family for facilitating this service at their premises.
Notes of the verbal report of the District Councillor, Cllr Edward Oliver, 13th June
Cllr Oliver advised that there was to be an extraordinary meeting of UDC to look at purchasing more social housing, although this would require extending the council’s  borrowing levels, though it was stated that the rents received would cover this change.
Another extraordinary meeting is to be held to discuss the Planning Appeal costs being claimed by Manchester Airports Group re. Stansted Airport. Cllr Oliver was unable to disclose precise financial details as the discussions on this are considered confidential.
Local Plan update: In order to accommodate the housing numbers required (some 16,800 over the next 20 years) it has been indicated that Type A Villages, such as Clavering, will be required to take 1069 houses, though the distribution of these has not been detailed in any way. Garden Villages may need to be built to accommodate housing requirements. 

Report from Essex County Councillor, Cllr Ray Gooding, 13th June
Cllr Gooding has asked this is brought to the attention of parishioners.
Scrutiny arrangements for Hospital Discharge.
The Essex County Council People and Families Scrutiny Committee recently investigated the issues surrounding the discharge of vulnerable patients from the various hospitals across the County.  It was evident that the actual discharge of patients is the responsibility of the NHS but in many cases where the support of Social Services is required to ensure the ongoing support of individuals either in their own homes or within other supported accommodation there often appears to be a gap in provision.  Prior to the pandemic social workers would be resident in hospitals and this would enable them to make plans for the ongoing provision of services; whilst this certainly would not be the right point in a patients care plan to make long term or binding decisions, it did allow for matters to be assessed.  However, as a result of the changes in legislation that does not always operate successfully, there are often examples of people being discharged from hospital without the necessary care plan being in place with the attendant risk to some individuals.
In an area like Clavering that sits within the areas covered by both Princess Alexander and Addenbrookes Hospitals, not to mention several others where particular and specialist care is provided, this often leads to further confusion.  However, it should be remembered that if a patient is a resident of Essex then any post hospital Social Care required would be the responsibility of Essex County Council and it is to ECC that applications should be made.

Clavering Annual Meeting of the Parish 15th May 2022
After Councillors and the new Clerk had been introduced, as is required at this meeting the attendees heard a summary of the past year’s work of the Parish Council and also project expectations for the coming year. The financial position of the Council as at 31st March 2022 was also detailed. (These reports will be found on the Parish Council website under the meetings section).
The County Councillor apologised that he is not always able to attend the Clavering Parish Council meetings as five councils in his division meet the same night. He detailed ECC’s budget for Social Services and how much was required for Adult Social Care, including adults with learning difficulties. Other challenges to Social Care were detailed, including domestic violence matters. Regarding Levelling Up, ECC has been very successful in Jaywick and Basildon in encouraging a hand-up, not hand-out, culture.
The District Councillor reported on the Draft Local Plan and the requirement to build at least 700 dwellings p.a. plus the need for a new secondary school and possibly a new settlement. 
He mentioned Uttlesford District Council being in Special Measures re. planning, which may not be lifted until 2024, and also detailed the route developers may now take in planning applications.
The Chairman of the Village Hall Management Committee gave reports of its work over the past year. The hall is coming back to life after hibernating through the pandemic and since the early part of 2022 there has been a steady stream of bookings, including wedding receptions. 
Its treasury governance has been looked at and the online booking system used now has proved greatly effective, especially as advertising in today’s markets now relies on social media. 
Covid-19 grants have been received which have helped overcome incomes losses, whilst the reserves currently held have given the committee the confidence to undertake much needed repair work to the hall floor; the lighting system must also be looked at. He gave a vote of thanks to those who help in many ways with the hall
The Chairman of the Jubilee Field spoke on committee changes since last year, though the trustees are still looking for a secretary to help support the bookings and admin. & etc. 
The committee held regular Zoom meetings until it was safe for face-to-face meetings. Football continues as a regular activity most weekends during the season, and children’s ‘Commando Camps’ take place in school holidays. The Field supported the Wendens Ambo Mini Rugby whilst their pitches were being renovated and it is hoped more birthday parties and celebrations will be booked to help provide the income needed for maintenance matters.  There have a lot of repairs and maintenance in the past of year; the pavilion roof was in disrepair, so work was needed to make it watertight and also to maintain its appearance.  The playground continues to be monitored monthly and any repairs undertaken when required. 
It is planned to purchase new picnic benches for the playground as the present ones that are there have been repaired several times & are failing further; donated funds will be used for this.  The major Adventure Playground refurbishment will also now be considered in detail. Once Covid-19 lockdown lifted, trustees undertook the annual river clean of Stickling Brook in Simons Wood.  Clavering’s very own Oktoberfest was held for the first time; this which drew quite a crowd and another one is scheduled for October 2022. The three-yearly tree inspection and survey of Simons Wood and the Jubilee Field took place; this has thrown up some remedial work that must to be undertaken. January’s successful Quiz raised approx. £1300 towards the ongoing maintenance funds and Easter saw the return of our traditional Easter Draw. The Chairman also gave a vote of thanks to all those who had supported the Jubilee Field over the past year.
Investigations into the potential merger of the Jubilee Field Charity and the Village Hall Charity were discussed. There are benefits this action could bring about as both charities use the same space and the skill sets of trustees could be utilised in a more productive manner. The trustees of both organisations have agreed to proceed with this, but of course under the Trust Deeds such a merger would be subject to the approval of villagers over 18years of age who are electors.
A representative from Keep Clavering Rural spoke on their work in the past year and future expected projects.
Questions were asked by parishioners of the Parish, District and County Councillors. No vote on any matter was called for.

Highways Maintenance Problems
At a recent meeting for Uttlesford’s Parish & Town Councils, the Essex County Councillor with responsibility for Highways Matters reiterated that the following website must be used to report highways problems.  In this way an audit trail is started and it is then easier for our local Essex County Councillor, Cllr Gooding, to chase outstanding matters when requested to do so either by parishioners or the parish council.

· Know your free emergency numbers: In a power cut dial 105 or, for a gas emergency, dial 0800 111999.
· Prepare your home: Keep a torch handy and get your appliances serviced by a Gas Safe registered engineer to prevent carbon monoxide poisoning. 
· Register as a vulnerable customer: Vulnerable households can get extra support by signing up to the Priority Services Register. You can find out more about the Priority Services Register in London, the South and East of England by signing up at www.ukpowernetworks.co.uk.  
Keep your eyes open:  If you have a power cut or a gas emergency, check on your neighbours

DEFIBRILLATORS AT THE VILLAGE HALL and VILLAGE SHOP
If you have to make a 999 call, the call handler may decide that the defibrillator is required.
You will be asked if you are able to go to the village hall or the village shop to get the defibrillator,
 but this would usually only happen if someone else is able to stay with the person in need,
as phone contact with the emergency service must be maintained at all times.
The call handler will give you the code to open the yellow metal box beside the hall or shop entrance doors 
The hall’s defibrillator is the small carry case – like a child’s play-doctor kit – that is kept in the metal box. 
Take the ‘Ready Kit’ (black pouch with green cross) and the carry case. 
The shop’s defibrillator is in a shoulder bag with the ‘Ready Kit’ in a small black bag attached to its strap.
ONLY THE SHOP’S DEFIBRILLATOR CAN BE USED WITH PADS FOR CHILDREN UNDER 8 YEARS OF AGE – THESE MUST BE TAKEN FROM THE CABINET ALSO AND ARE CLEARLY MARKED.  
When you are back with the patient, open the defibrillator: you will then hear an automated voice giving instructions. IF NEEDED, REMOVE THE ADULT PADS AND ATTACH CHILD PADS. 
The call handler will also talk you through all that you must do and when the paramedics arrive they will take over from you.				
REMEMBER
The defibrillator can go to the patient
No special training is required
The Emergency Services will guide you through everything`
