


[bookmark: _Hlk484625455]Minutes of the Meeting of the Council to be held in the Clavering Village Hall, Hill Green
on Monday 10 October 2022 at 7.30pm

1 The Chairman welcomed those present and one minute silence was held to mark the death of Queen Elizabeth II and the accession of King Charles III. 
The Chairman stated a Book of Condolences, kindly provided by prior arrangement by Nigel Cook, had been available at the Parish Church.  It had been signed by many parishioners including members of the Beavers and Cubs and is being forwarded to Essex Record Offices under advice to the Palace.   The Chairman advised she represented the Parish Council at the Parish Church’s Morning Prayers on Saturday 10th September.  The Chairman stated that the Agenda was very long as the September meeting had been cancelled due to National Mourning. 

2 Apologies for absence. Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Ryan and were accepted, proposed by Cllr Clayton, Seconded by Cllr Barrow. All in Favour

3 Declaration of Interest –

4 Public Participation Session. A parishioner advised the meeting that Clavering Bowls Club has arranged CPR Training with St John’s Ambulance in Clavering Village Hall and all are invited to attend, including Langley residents. 23rd April at 7pm (tbc). The parishioner was thanked.
A parishioner informed the meeting of initiatives in neighbouring Newport and Saffron Walden to address hardship support, and also that there was funding from Essex, UDC and Central Government for such projects. The parishioner stated he thought it was possible to get feedback on job applications and asked for the Parish Council to ‘take this into account’, asked about permissions given for placing of spoil from a village green back onto the same village green, and  when would the Parish Council receive insurance monies due. The parishioner was thanked; the Chairman stated questions would not be answered then, due to the Agenda length, but directed to the Locum Clerk to reply as appropriate.
The Chairman advised the meeting that the Locum Clerk was absent due to illness, notified a few hours before the meeting commenced, and that the minutes would be written up by the Locum Clerk from the recording.
5 To approve and sign minute of previous meetings
To approve the minutes of the Clavering Parish Council meetings held on 11 July and 8 August 2022.
The minutes of the Clavering Parish Council meeting of 11th July had been held back on a query from Cllr Couchman under Item 13.1 Allotments. It was advised that the recording had been listened to and the minutes are a correct record of the statements made. Cllr Couchman still disputed the minutes and refused the offer for the audio of the Item to be played back.  The minutes were approved, proposed by Cllr Clayton, seconded by Cllr Stanford, three Councillors in favour, two abstentions. 
Cllr Couchman proposed an amendment to the minutes of the Clavering Parish Council Meeting of 8th August, this was not seconded. The minutes were approved, proposed by Cllr Clayton, seconded by Cllr Barrow, three councillors in favour, one abstention, one against.
The Chair advised that the July and August minutes would be signed later as she only had to hand the copies watermarked ‘draft’ which did not have the sequential page numbers.

6 District and County Councillors Reports - The Chairman apologised to District Cllr Oliver for not including his previous report in the September Newsletter. 
Cllr Oliver asked a question of the Chairman about a planning application and was advised that as no extension had been allowed by UDC to the Parish Council for comment, no comment had been submitted on the application. Cllr Oliver advised that it was expected that the Full Council meeting of 11th October would extend to the following evening, and would include debate on the Stansted Airport Appeal costs award of £2m. Also it is unlikely that the Section 18 of the Draft Local Plan will be finalised before the Pre Election Period next year and would go to the newly elected Council for finalisation. He also asked the Chairman regarding sourcing information on highways verges ownership and the Chairman agreed to provide information after the evening’s  meeting.

UTT/22/2575/HHF and UTT/22/2576/LB: Comments to be made: Clavering Parish Council acknowledge and support the comment of Place Services concerning the effects on a Listed building. Clavering Parish Council also observe that the proposed glass house is forward of the building line of Paddock View and is intrusive as is highly visible across the Village Green and from neighbouring footpaths. 
UTT/22/2630/DEM: Comments to be made: CPC reminds UDC that this application relates to UTT/22/0399/FUL for the demolition of dwelling and garage. There are 8 conditions attached to the permissions granted for UTT/22/0399/FUL. CPC has been unable to trace an application nor the required documentation for the Discharge of Condition no.8. This condition requires a detailed Construction Management Plan being submitted and approved in writing by the local LPA with the Condition 8 covering 17 points. 
CPC also notes that the deadline date for the determination of this application is the date that demolition is stated to start.
Given the proximity of inhabited dwellings and the local primary school and the required Construction Management Plan not being submitted in a timely manner for the required a discharge of conditions, CPC reminds UDC of its responsibilities and asks that a re-consultation takes place to allow the required Construction Management Plan to be submitted and adequate inspection of it by interested parties thereafter.  
UTT/22/2693/HHF: Comments to be made: No objection, but CPC brings to the attention of UDC that this property sits outside the Planning Envelope of Clavering and makes a one storey bungalow a two storey dwelling. CPC also asks UDC to note that the submitted documentation made it difficult to ascertain the increase in ridge height proposed due to the poor scale representation.

9.1 Willow House Drive – Cllrs Stanford and Clayton had been unable to visit due to other commitments. Deferred to November meeting 
 
9.2 Stickling Green Copse – In Cllr Ryan’s absence, the Chair stated she understood that Cllr Ryan has completed the required Risk Assessment and has been in contact with the parishioners who will be carrying out work to the pump. Cllr Couchman stated the works had been completed that day, though this was refuted by other councillors.

9.3 Village Green Triangle at the Mills– The quotes were considered and it was agreed to instruct the Locum Clerk to proceed with Quote No. 2, Contractor Paul Abrahams, at a cost of £400, proposed Cllr Clayton, seconded Cllr Couchman,  All in favour 

9.4 Lime Tree at Upper Hill Green–The quotes were considered and it was agreed to instruct the Locum Clerk to proceed with Quote No.1, Contractor Croak at a cost of £1300, proposed by Cllr Clayton, seconded by Cllr Stanford,  All in favour

9.5 Laburnum Tree at Middle Street – The quotes were considered and it was agreed to instruct the Locum Clerk to proceed with Quote No. 4, Contractor Treevolution, at a cost of £120 plus VAT, proposed by Cllr Stanford, seconded by Cllr Gill, All in favour

10 First Aid Training – Noted that information on training with Langley Parish Council has not yet been received from them, but Clavering Parish Council would advise Langley of the CPR Training scheduled for April 2023 in Clavering.

11 Representative Reports (Appendix 2)
11.1  Allotments – Three quotes requested but only one had been received for the repairs required to the taps at the allotment site (Appendix 3a).  As winter is approaching and the works must be done, it was determined to suspend Financial Regulation 11.1.h and accept the one quote received from Spearwell Engineering for £120 plus VAT,  proposed by Cllr Gill, seconded by Cllr Stanford. Four councillors in favour, one abstention. Funds from Allotment Reserves.  
Cllr Couchman asked it be noted he offered to carry out all repairs ‘for free’.  He was reminded of the Locum Clerk’s previous advice, which the Council had considered in its last meeting, that he would not be regarded as a competent and qualified person to carry out this work on a water supply to the public and could not carry out the work under the Council’s Insurance.  Council were reminded the annual letters are sent to allotment holders in November and any increase to the rent for November 2023 should be considered at the November 2022 Meeting.  The Allotment representative agreed to provide councillors details of plots let, waiting lists, etc to inform the decision.
11.2 Footpaths – No update 
11.3  EALC -  A written report was received
11.4 Uttlesford Association of Local Councils (UALC) – The UALC AGM was reconvened on 
Wednesday 21st September, due to National Mourning. As it was not quorate a new AGM date is being agreed soonest, with representatives continuing in place for the meantime.
11.5 Jubilee Field Representative – A written report was received, with correction for Wine Tasting date - 11th November.
11.6 UDC Full Local Councils Liaison Forum  - Moved from 6th September to 12th September then cancelled due to National Mourning.  It will now be Monday 7th November. There was a UDC Planning Forum advised previously for 20th September but the joining information was not passed to the Chair in time for attendance. The Locum Clerk has received notes on the meeting which can be circulated to councillors on request.
11.7 Essex Association of Local Councils (EALC) AGM 22nd September – Noted that Cllr Gill was
unable to attend as unwell. Other Clavering councillors had been invited to attend. The AGM pack is available from Cllr Gill on request 

        It was noted that due to error in numbering there was not an Agenda Item 12 tabled.
13 Village Information Box – Cllrs Stanford and Clayton had inspected the box and agree with the group that maintain the box that it needs painting. The specialist paint and primer supplier has been sourced already by the Locum Clerk.  A specification for the painting is to be drawn up and sent to the handymen of which Clavering Parish Council is aware. (The original handyman who fitted out and painted the box in 2015 may have retired)

14 Risk Assessment Book –  Both defibrillators ‘rescue ready’ 9th October. 
There had been 10 reports by parishioners:
Upper Hill Green - 4 posts reported broken by the Old Chapel and cars seen driving over village green through gap, Cllrs Stanford and Clayton to inspect and advise Locum Clerk to seek quotes accordingly.
Langley Upper Green Road – Broken tree in Copse on Village Green, Cllrs Stanford and Gill to inspect and report back.
Broken Bough obstructing opening at Marshes Well – Cllrs Stanford and Gill to inspect and report back
Overgrown Silver Birch at Coleshill Close – Cllrs Stanford and Clayton to inspect and advise Locum Clerk if tree surgeons to be contacted for inspections
Reporting noted on Willow overgrowth at Horse Pond, Tarmac path by Village Hall, PC bench by Christian Centre, Hedge behind Village Sign, Bush at Blacksmiths Corner, Lime tree Boles Upper Hill Green –all moved to November meeting for discussion.
Meeting advised that large leak at allotment access road was from area of Thames Water meter. Thames Water was notified on 9th October of damage being caused to tarmac and allotment access road and that CPC’s meter box was flooded.

District Councillor Oliver left the meeting 

15 Parish Council Computer – The one quote for a new laptop, extended warranty, and migration of information was received. After discussion and in consideration that the three clerks since May expressed concerned that, inter alia, the laptop may fail and lose all Information, and that the quote received is from the company handling the parish council’s current email accounts and is a local company and has been found to give good support, determined to suspend Financial Regulation 11.1.h) of striving for three quotes, proposed by Cllr Stanford, seconded by Cllr Clayton, All in favour.
Agreed to accept the quote from Force36 for the laptop as detailed at £726.80 plus VAT, Extended Dell Warranty £54.84 plus VAT and Labour for data migration £150.00 plus VAT and instruct the Locum Clerk to make the purchase, proposed by Cllr Stanford, seconded by Cllr Barrow, All in favour.
Following Virement Agreed: £931 vired from Platinum Jubilee Earmarked Reserves (not required as grants and other community donation received) to Repairs and Renewals Earmarked Reserves, proposed by Cllr Gill, seconded Cllr Barrow , All in favour

Item 6. County Councillor report taken here
Cllr Gooding advised that Essex CC were due to release information of new support packages for families. It has been noted that with current hardships, extra support is needed in rural areas. Some of the support will be via Active Essex and Youth Groups. He could be contacted for more information or advice on this  and asked the Parish Council to raise awareness of the funding available.

16 FOI Request – Noted that the ICO dismissed an appeal and stated that Clavering Parish Council was permitted per Section 42(1) of the Freedom of Information Act relating to legal professional privilege not to release a document which had been requested.


17 Councillor recruitment 
17.1	Noted that no election has been called for following Cllr Carter’s resignation; the council may co-opt to fill the vacancy. 
17.2	The Council considered the template suggested by Cllr Ryan, agreed an amendment suggested by Cllr Stanford and discussed including details of the backgrounds of the current councillors. It was noted that though a letter may contain serving councillors and backgrounds now, it would not be permitted during the Pre Election Period.
It was hoped to circulate the letter in October/November.
Noted that the UDC Democratic Officer has prepared a booklet for the upcoming election. 

18 Post Office Box – Noted that details for a PO Box have been circulated. 

19 Village sign – Mr Richard Carter has agreed to remove the pheasant to accommodate the work. Mrs Carter was previously concerned of damage to the new sign roundel insert so Mr Carter shall be asked if he wishes to remove that also.  
The specification for the refurbishment was agreed, proposed by Cllr Stanford, seconded by Cllr Clayton, All in favour
Specification: Oak post, brackets and Picture surround: 
A light wire brush to be used to remove debris and final light sanding to be carried out followed by 3 coats of linseed oil. 
First coat needs to be 50/50 linseed oil and white spirit to soak well into wood. 
Two final coats need to be boiled linseed oil which will dry quicker.
(Roundel insert to be protected if not removed) 
Noted that the advert in the Parish Newsletter and Benefice Bugle did not bring forward any handymen. 

20 Noticeboard – The quote received last month had not included delivery costs. It was agreed to strive to reduce the delivery costs and agreed that delivery costs of up to £157.63 could be paid, proposed by Cllr Stanford, seconded by Cllr Clayton, All in favour. Unanimous
The specification for the installation of the notice board was agreed, proposed by Cllr Clayton, seconded by Cllr Stanford, All in favour.
Job Specification: 
To erect the board beside the Post Box outside Clavering Village Shop, Stortford Road.
There is currently a single oak post in position (remainder of previous board erection) which is to be removed.
The recommendation of Greenbarnes, the manufacturer, is that post holes are dug to a depth of 600mm (2ft) and Postcrete is used to stabilise and secure the posts. 
(This is a rapid drying cement for post installations)
As the posts are not concrete there is no danger of rot taking place.
The posts are to be attached to the board with the post kit provided. 
Locum Clerk instructed to contact the two handymen on file for quotes.

21 Christmas Carols – Agreed to approach Clavering Cricket Club concerning this. Suggested date Tuesday, 20th December

22 Essex Minerals Local Plan Review –  Letter regarding the new Call For Sites was noted

23 Grass Cutting Contract- The three year contract end this year 2022. After discussion, agreed to add formalising of the cutting of the triangle outside Endways especially for sight lines after Mr Rowley had been approached to advise Council of the nature of the flora in this area. Also add cutting under Parish Council Seat on opposite junction of Langley Road/Butts Green Rd. 
Cllrs Gill and Barrow to detail new map(s) of a better scale and forward to Locum Clerk soonest for issuing of new tender. 

24 Option to opt out of the SAAA central external auditor appointment arrangements – Agreed that Clavering Parish Council will stay opted into the central external auditor appointment arrangements, proposed by Cllr Stanford, seconded by Cllr Clayton, All in favour.
	
25 Tree Planting Initiative from Uttlesford District Council – After discussion, was considered that there was no suitable parish owned land available for additional tree and/or hedging planting proposals under this initiative.

26 Hertfordshire Minerals and Waste Local Plan Draft Plan Consultation 22 July 2022 to 31 October 2022 – Consultation noted, but no comment made as maps do not indicate works in the area bounding Essex near Clavering.

27 Uttlesford District Council Spending 2023/2024 (spending priorities) – No response to be made by the Parish Council, but individuals encouraged to comment via CPC Newsletter. 

28 Finance  
28.1 Noted that UKPower Networks have again sent a wayleave cheque payable to CPC, as Custodian Trustee, for an agreement relating to the Jubilee Field. Amount £17.58. As before, this has been into the CPC bank account. As UK Power Network can only make its payment to the Registered Land Owner, agreed that a cheque for £17.58 is approved, payable to the Jubilee Field Committee of Management, proposed by Cllr Stanford, seconded by Cllr Clayton, four councillors in favour, one abstention as trustee of Jubilee Field Committee  of Management 
28.2 Noted that £685.07 has been paid into the Parish Council’s Bank account. This was surplus funds raised from the Millennium Clavering Hogmanay which came to light recently. These have been received and are earmarked towards community benefit, such as the Platinum Jubilee Mugs, and as agreed with its remaining committee member.    
28.3 Noted that the external audit has been completed and returned, unqualified, by the external auditor for the year 2021/22. Required documentation posted up and on website by 30th September 2022
28.4 Noted  that the 2ND precept payment of £9,955 has been received from UDC    
28.5 Payment to previous clerk agreed – Total £26.45 being £3.45 postage for sending of new cheque book, EALC bursary cheque & letter to Clerk plus £23.00 3hr website tutorial to councillor to enable postings as required under Transparency Code on website, proposed by Cllr Clayton, seconded by Cllr Stanford, All in favour.
28.6  The Accounts to 30th September 2022 were noted– To be checked by Cllr Stanford week of 17th October. 
28.7  To approve cheques – The Payment to the Locum Clerk was withdrawn as Ms Harper has said that she will submit an invoice for the full period of 26th July to 26th October.  It was requested that the amount of lost cheque no. 2026 £75.00 payable to the Clavering Village Hall, written June 13th , is added to July/Aug rent cheque due payable. This was agreed and the cheques listed were agreed and approved, proposed by Cllr Barrow, seconded by Cllr Clayton, All in favour.
